How to make accent marks on the computer (For PCs only)

-One way to do this is to go through insert, go all the way to the right where it says “SYMBOL” and has an icon that looks like this: Ω. Click on that and go to where it says more symbols.  Up top where it says Subset, make sure you’re in Latin or Latin Extended. This looks like this: 


Then, scroll down and find the letter and accent that you want to put in.

-Another way to do this is to use the “alt” button and the number pad. Make sure the number pad on the right of the key board is on. Above the numbers it usually says “Num Lock.” For the following to work, the number pad/ num lock must be on!
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-To make the ñ symbol in Spanish you simply hold down the “alt” button and press 164 on the number pad. When you’re done pressing 164 you release the alt button and the ñ should appear.
